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Homework 2 Hints and Clarifications

As with all the Java programs we’ve written so far, you will want to create a class called “Haiku” and put a main method in it. Below is a skeleton of what your file should look like:

public class Haiku {

    public static void main(String[] args) throws IOException {

        BufferedReader in = new BufferedReader(new InputStreamReader(System.in));
        // PUT

        // STATEMENTS

        // ...
    }

}
Your program is supposed to ask the user to type in three five-syllable phrases and then two phrases of seven syllables. Then your program is supposed to print out all possible combinations of these phrases according to the rules of Haiku.
For example, here is what my program does (the stuff in italics is what I typed in as input):

Please enter a five syllable phrase: The season is fall
Enter another five syllable phrase: Best time of the year
And a third five syllable phrase: Why is the sky blue?
Now enter a seven syllable phrase: The leaves are changing color
And finally, please enter a seven syllable phrase: The clouds like puffy cotton
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(Hopefully those are all the possible combinations of the phrases. It doesn’t matter if your program prints them in the same order. And it doesn’t matter what prompts you use to ask the user to enter the phrases.)
Instead of worrying about getting the input at first, you may want to declare the String variables that you are going to need to work with and just assign them some literal values in your program. For example,
        String fiveFst;            // variables for the phrases of five syllables

        String fiveSnd;

        String fiveThd;

        fiveFst = “The season is fall”;

        fiveSnd = “Best time of the year”;

        fiveThd = “Why is the sky blue?”

        ...                  // declare variables for the phrases of seven syllables

        // DO THE

        // PRINTING COMMANDS

        // HERE

        // ...

Once you have gotten your program to correctly print out all the possible combinations then you can change the second block of three commands in the program above to request the user to type the input.
